Suna-Migori, Kenya
Report #5
Dear HelpersIn The Kingdom,

God bless you in the name that melts our hearts in thankfulness, and at which every knee shall
bow, Jesus Christ! Hereally is our King and our Lord. We are so grateful to Him. Heis so
good to us!

We are writing to you with so much joy! We arrived in Suna-Migori this afternoon to a small
town on the outskirts of about 120 people. The day was hot and sultry, but the breeze driving
in our rented matatu van (an 8 passenger Toyota diesel) made for a wonderful three hour view
of lush mountain villages, and tea and banana plantations. The closer one gets to the western
edge of Kenya, the hotter it gets because the elevation slopes down to beautiful Lake Victoria
from theinland hills. The fellowship with the team continues to be so precious. We are all so
admiring of one another’s ministries, and personal friendship. Our prayers together each day
are rich and deep, and we can’t wait to see what the Lord will do among us here at the last
conference location of thetrip. Hallelujah!

What a joy it was to greet Pastor Joseph as we
rolled into Suna-Migori! His smile is
unmistakable, and we felt like we'd found a long
lost friend. We had! We piled into the van again
. and were soon on our way to the small town in
~ which Joseph and his wife Alice coordinate a
Christian school for 250 orphans, a home church,

. and 26 other churches in surrounding villages.
Add in their eight wonderful children (they just had a beautiful baby daughter this past year)
to a wonderful rural 3 room house, and you can see what a close family we are becoming
together!

On this trip we have been so blessed by what God has done with the weather. Each time the
rain has held off until we were inside our destination church or home, and today was no
exception. And with the rains come a cooling effect on both the temperature and the
humidity. So although we were sweltering :

when we arrived, soon one of the heaviest rains |
Wwe've ever seen assaulted the cozy home. We
stood on the front porch and watched as the
evening commuter traffic passed by — a herd of
20 cows from one direction, and another ten or
so cows from the other direction as they came |
in from the fields down the main (and only)
street just off the front porch.

Being with Alice and Joseph and their family is such a privilege, and all afternoon pastors
began to assemble on the porch to welcome us. The town elder/mayor came over as well.
People rarely ever see wazungu's (white people) here. In fact, everywhere we drive or
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walk we hear kids yelling thisword if they are afraid, and “Howa you?’ if they want to approach.

Friday -- What A Joy!
The night was unseasonably cool after a hard rain in the afternoon. Us North Americans were so thankful!
Our sleep was tremendous for the first few hours. We conked out shortly after supper, which is typically
eaten around 9pm. But at midnight came the sounds of a drunken political parade asking people to vote for
a certain candidate. Kenya is about to hold it’s presidential elections, and candidates figure that the best
attention is had after midnight. The candidate in this case was running for parliament (comparable to our
senator) and is considered as characteristically drunk just like those who were in the parade. So for half an
hour these campaigners yelled and paraded up and down the street. Go figure. In any other continent, such
campaigning would bring a sure-fire defeat at the polls. So, morning came early to the sound of wood
chopping for the morning wash water and breakfast. 1t was agreat morning with a beautiful sunrise too!
S \;’ﬁ At 9:30 we headed over to a brand new Christian school,
' . located across the street from Pastor Joseph and Alice's
M house. They began this school this past February with 70
students. It has quickly swelled to 250 of the poorest
children, with nearly half of them being orphans. They
expect nearly 400 by this time next year because the
AIDS/HIV desath rate is so high here. We were so blessed to
spend some time with these kids. They are led by teachers
who are committed to the Kingdom mission of enabling

Love' s Witness Academy Christian Children’s them to learn about Christ and get a good education.

The alternative is letting these children fall by the
wayside. They do not yet have a chalkboard (at most not
a very usable one), books, or even food for lunch time.
The teachers are all volunteers because there are no funds
to pay them. Yet they are so dedicated and full of faith
for these kids
that in just the =N
past nine B8
months  they |,
have earned N FA % ‘
the rank of fifth place out of 38 schools in academic excellence
for their grade level (grades one through four). And these
grades all meet in just one room. Each teacher oversees about
63 students. The standard for Kenya public schools (which are
not accessible in this remote area) is two teachers for each 40
students. So between God’s blessing, and their willing hearts to
work, these kids are doing very well.

These kids are so precious! They shared verses they had memorized, and some worship songs and a small
skit. They are under very devoted leadership, yet they face the severe challenge of keeping teacher staff
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despite not being able to give them a salary yet (atypical teacher’s salary is about $200 to $300 per month

herein Kenya). We are hoping to be able to help them buy some land, and help the church build a six room
schoolhouse with volunteer labor from the church and the students’ parents.

Out To The Villages

. After lunch we began walking out to village huts to minister
to families. What an incredible afternoon! It is amazing to
| us how many people live within walking distance. Scattered
all through the rolling hills are clusters of thatched roof huts
at the end of miles of interconnecting footpaths. We walked
into over a dozen small villages, praying for families and
| enjoying such precious fellowship with God's people! At
each one we prayed and saw God's power released. One
elderly lady who walked with alimp wanted prayer.

In just a few short moments she began jumping up and down
with George S. and grinning from ear to ear at what the Lord did
to heal her legs. Lots of sick folks hurting on the inside were
completely made well and got up to walk with us al the way out
the door and down the trail, and on other families we broke
curses that were plaguing their children with early deaths. Itisa
wonderful experience to see God's hand at work so wonderfully
and so decisively against demonic oppression and disease. After
being al day out in the hot sun and walking for most of the day,
we were not tired at all — we were so energized by the Spirit of '
the Lord, and felt we could do this kind of ministry for the rest of ==
our lives!

God’'sWork At The Conference

On Saturday we began the conference under a tin-roofed
pole structure on the back side of the Christian school
:F property across the street from Pastor Joseph and Alice's
‘% house. Paul taught in the morning about our power in
|, Christ, the authority of words, and how to bresk the
™ authority of curses and deal with demons that afflict
' God's people, and how to walk in our spiritual authority
to receive our healing from God. People were so
excited! By the end of the morning, the saints had
learned how to command their healing in the name of
Jesus Christ, and more than haf of the saints received
major healing during the course of a closing prayer. The
power of God was so obvious to the entire gathering!

In the afternoon after a wonderful lunch, and though the weather had become very hot and humid, Pastor
